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This class is applicable to everyone in the room. Although not all are currently married or are parents, we
can all learn from the godly principles that will be discussed. These principles apply to us currently, applied
to us in the past, and will apply to us in the future. In fact, whether or not we are presently married or are
parents, we need to know and be able to relate to these godly principles now. We never know when or
how God will allow us to be tested on these KEY Bible principles.

The Foundation for Marriage

In the overview, God’s government begins with the Father and Jesus Christ. From the God-head, God'’s
government moves down to the smallest unit of government—marriage. If we learn our role in marriage
and the family, it will help us understand more perfectly God'’s love and His plan for us, and our
relationship to Him. God has given us the opportunity to learn powerful lessons about His character and
His government in this iife. He has piaced us within physicai famiiies and within a spirituai famiiy—His
Church—and He wants us fo learn as much as we can.

stated that there is no greater love than to lay down one’s life for one’s friends (John 15:13). Firstand ¢ Cnte seje
foremost, a husband and wife should be a brother and sister in Christ (Luke 8:21). They should be (i -
neighbors, whom they are to love as themselves—the second greatest commandment in the law! (Matt {ﬂ,/"«u{
22:389). As siblings and neighbors in Christ, we are commanded to be subject to each other and to be

humble, and ultimately both work to fulfill the greatest commandment—Iloving GOD with all our heart, mind,

and soul. Loving our neighbor, our sister or brother, our mate (Song 4.10)—foliows Joving God (Luke

14:26).
