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v. 11—Her husband safely trusts her.
v. 14—She brings her food from afar—she is aliowed to handle the groceries and shopping.
v. 16—She considers a fieid, and buys it (getting a good deai on it}, and piants a vineyard—she is
given control of some of the finances and allowed to build her skills in that area.

.- Vvv. 14-22,  27—She manages the household (food, servants, clothing, supplies).
v. 17—She is physically strong, not a “weak little wife.”
v. 23—Her husband has a good reputation and she is partly responsible for it—because she is
allowed to function as a true help-meet, doing her job as a wife.
v. 28—Her husband praises her and is proud of her for all that she does for him, the family, and
the family name.

G. To Be Spiritually Solid Himself

This course has focused on leadership. All of the principles in this course apply not only to Christians
in general, but also to husbands/leaders in the family. There are many situations in which we must

draw close to God to be successful—and prayer, Bible study, meditation and fasting are never more
important than when we are heading a godly household.
