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A WIFE’S ROLES:
A. To Be Her Husband’s Helper, Friend and Lover
Group Question: How can a wife be a helper, friend and lover to her husband?

Gen.2:18—God created woman to be a helper, comparable to man—a complement to him.
Gen 2:22-25—Become one flesh.
Gal 5:13—We are to love and serve each other—this is part of our calling.

The virtuous wife was a helper to her husband—she successfully managed many aspects of the
household, freeing her husband to serve the family in other ways (Prov 31:13-24).
v. 12—She does him good and not evil.
v. 31—She has a good reputation.
v. 23—Her reputation and work reflect positively on her husband—she ultimately demonstrated
responsibility in all her actions.

B. To Draw Close to God
Group Question: What are different ways that a wife can work to draw close to God?

As a leader in her family—leading the household, including being a major spiritual leader of the
children—the wife MUST draw close to God. Without God's help and support through His Holy Spirit,
she will have great difficulty keeping up with her responsibilities to her husband and children.

Prov 31:30—A woman who fears the LORD shall be praised.

Jer 29:13—Seek God with all of your heart and you will find Him.

1 Tim 3:11—Wives are to be faithful in all things—including the Truth.

Deut 11:18—God commanded children to be taught His ways throughout the day—the likely person
to do most of this teaching was the mother, who was at home most of the day, at least with young
children.

Remember, if a wife is a “keeper at home” (Titus 2:5), she will be the primary one training the
children in God's way—preparing them for the future family of God. This responsibility cannot be
embarked upon lightly and requires God's involvement every step of the way, every day.
